Soft brown and delicate pastel hues give 
the interior its elegant design. Walnut and fir wood are 

beautifully harmonised in doors and ceilings. The floor is  
in massive, oiled walnut wood and the wall panels in patinated fir wood covered

The furniture is also finished with walnut wood. The large dining room table with a 
glass cover is made entirely of the exquisite wood and is a perfect complement to 
the strikingly structured parquet.
